
How does it work?
The Ruby Endowment Fund is a receptacle for gifts given in 
perpetuity. The Ruby Endowment Fund will be an expendable 
endowment which will be invested and the income and capital 
growth will be available to support ongoing programmes. In 
exceptional circumstances the Trustees may decide to convert some 
of the capital and release it as a grant to support artistic, educational 
or building development work.* 

The Fund will be managed by Wavendon Allmusic Plan Ltd 
ensuring experienced charity fund managers are working to grow 
and invest the fund wisely.

What could that income from the fund support?  
These are examples of the sort of costs associated with artistic 
and education project delivery:

£5,000	 could support one family concert and tailored  
	 music making session for disabled children and  
	 their families 

£10,000	� could support a music residency with musicians  
and composers working with schools and community 
groups over a week to create music and attend  
a concert

£20,000  	� could enable a year long development programme 
of professional training, mentoring, recording, 
performing opportunities and support for 3 emerging 
young professional artists

£30,000	� could support a creative outreach residency over a 
12 month period working with community groups 
towards a large-scale music composition based 
project and enabling hundreds of people of all ages 
to participate

£50,000	� could support the expansion of our education 
facilities to increase the level of activity

£100,000	�could refurbish our recording studio and support our 
emerging artists and student engineers
